SIMPLE FOLD-AND-BIND ZINE INSTRUCTIONS
This is a super simple zine to create.
The template is for a 16-page zine.
Use our template to design it on a computer or print it out and design by hand.
How to turn your handmade zine design into a digital file
· Lay the designed pages flat on the floor
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Order the pages as per our template (Cover side 1, Cover side 2, Interior side 1, etc.)
· Scan or photograph the pages in this order
· Rename the scans/photos ‘sheet one side one’, ‘sheet one side two’, ‘sheet two side one’ and so on
How to print it
When someone wants to print your zine, they’ll just need to print both sides of each sheet of paper sheet-by-sheet, manually turning the sheet over and reinserting it into the printer each time.
It works like this: 
· Print ‘sheet one side one’
· Manually flip the sheet of paper over and reinsert it into the printer
· Print ‘sheet one side two’ on the reverse side
· Repeat for ‘sheet two side one’, flip, ‘sheet two side two’
· And so on until every sheet is printed
The binding bit
Use staples, string, paperclips, whatever you like to hold the pages together.
Just staple/whatever straight through the booklet as near the hinge (fold) as possible.
Note: You’ll lose a small bit of the zine’s content near the fold so anticipate that in your design.
Tip
Include page numbers on your design so that it’s obvious what order the pages go in when someone prints it at their home.
