Open Racing
There is no pre-qualification requirements, however, please refer to the Race License section for 
specific requirements as per the French Federation.

Non-UCI License holders

The UCI have a concussion protocol & we will, in conjunction with the LOC appointed medical 
team, be applying this protocol across all disciplines during training & races.
Any rider who has an incident which could result in a head injury / concussion & is then asked 
to undergo a concussion assessment by a member of the event medic team must comply with 
this request. Likewise, any rider or team manager who suspects a concussion should refer 
themselves or their athlete to the event medical team as soon as possible. A positive diagnosis 
of concussion by a medical professional may result in that athlete being withdrawn from 
competition.
